Currently HHI has two expressways in operation…

the Guangzhou-Shenzhen Superhighway and the Guangzhou East-South-West Ring Road.

The 122km long GS Superhighway is the only expressway that directly connects Guangzhou to Hong Kong via Shenzhen.  This transportation artery links economically important cities and major facilities.   Since its trial operation in 1994, there were approximately 30,000 vehicles  per day… today the number has passed 160,000, an increase of more than 5 times.  With daily average toll revenues now exceeding 6 million RMB. 

The ESW Ring Road is strategically important as it links Guangzhou’s existing highway networks and facilities to non-city commuters… and has experienced a steady increase in traffic with daily tolls exceeding xxxRMB.

HHI’s future prospects are driven by the spectacular economic development in Guangdong.  In 2001, Guangdong topped the country in both private vehicles and truck ownership… with HHI’s highways transporting 1.6 billion passengers and 865.6 tons in freight traffic.

With the increase in personal wealth, a significant growth trend is in the ownership of passenger vehicles, with toll revenue returns showing exponential growth in this class.

To accommodate for these increasing demands and growth,… HHI have developed extensive plans to harness this potential with a number of strategically linked projects.

Currently under construction is the Guangzhou-Zhuhai West Superhighway which will significantly reduce travel time from Guangzhou to Shunde from 40 minutes to 10-15 minutes. Phase one is expected to be completed in July 2004.

The company’s grand project is the Guangdong-Macau Tunnel Bridge.  With a total length of 29km, the proposed GHM Tunnel-Bridge is a critical project to further the development of the PRD region.
